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PROCLAMATION FOR THE ESTABLISHMENT
OF THE GULLELE BOTANIC GARDEN
WHEREAS, it's essential to have a modern Botanic Garden
that may be employed for a variety of services, including

species conservation nature based eco-tourism facilities,

WHEREAS, the City Government of Addis Ababa is
desirous of establishing a Botanic Garden, in an area located
within the bounds of the Gullele and Kolfe-Keranyo sub-
cities, for the development, conservation and sustainable
management of the unique landscape, valuable biological

resources and the endangered species inhabiting in the area;

WHEREAS the establishment of such a garden will also lay
down a conducive environment for educational and research
works to be undertaken in the area of biodiversity and

natural resources and other environmental related fields,

WHEREAS, collaboration with higher learning and research
institutions is crucial to further these objectives and bring
about public awareness in the conservation and sustainable

utilization of natural resources;

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of Addis Ababa In
accordance with Article 14/1/a of the Addis Ababa City
Government Revised Charter Proclamation No. 361/2003

proclaims as follows:
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PART O ; i
GENERAL !

1. Short Title

This Proclamation may be cited as “The Gullele Botanic

Garden Establishment proclamation No18/2009”

2. Definition

In this proclamation unless the context provides

otherwise: -

“Garden” means the Gullele Botanic Garden.
“Botanic Garden” means the 705/seven hundred
five / hectare area allocated within Gulele and Kolfe
Keranyo Sub-Cities, designated for the operation of
the functions of the Garden over which it has full
jurisdiction in accordance with the provisions of this
Proclamation and other Federal or City laws.

“Board” means the governance board of the Garden
constituted in accordance with the provisions of this
Proclamation.

“City” means the City of Addis Ababa.

“City Government” means the City Government of
Addis Ababa.

“Executive Director” means the executive director
of the Garden who performs the functions which are
listed in this Proclamation,

“University” means the Addis Ababa University.
"Council" means the Addis Ababa City Government
Council.

"Cabinet" means the executive body of the City that
performs functions mentioned under Article 23 of
the Addis Ababa City Government Revised Charter
Proclamation No. 361/2003.

"Advisory Council" means the advisory council of
the Garden.

3. Establishment

2.

The Gullele Botanic Garden is hereby established by
this proclamation as an independent legal entity.
The Garden shall, through its Board, be accountable

to the Mayor of the City Government
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4. Objectives
The Garden shall have the following objectives.

1. Undertake activities related to conservation of
threatened species that exists in the Garden and its
catchments areas as well as elsewhere in Ethiopia.

2. Conduct research on biodiversity, natural resource
proteciion and other environment-related fields.

3. Provide and extend nature-based recreational and
eco-tourism services to the public.

4. Conduct and facilitate educational programs and
projects that aim at creating public awareness on
matters pertaining to environmental protection and
eco-systems management.

5. Encourage and support national and international
civil society organizations working in the area of

environmental protection and related activities.

5. Functions and Responsibilities of the Garden

The Garden shall have the following functions and

responsibilities;

1. formulate short, medium and long-term development
projects and action plan and implement the same
upon approval by the Board.

2. conduct research on environment and natural
resources, as well as related biological, biophysical

and sociological issues.

3. conduct periodic researches == species and land use

in the Garden area

4. promote activities that stimulate the development of
new value chains, products and services, particulérly
in horticulture, tourism, encourage research and

demonstration of renewable energy sources.

Undertake studies on the eco-system in the Garden
area and engage in works related to bio-diversity
conservation and environmental protection.

Perform modern botanic garden activities.
Encourage and assist the activities of civil society
organizations that cater to environmental protection

and research.

Disseminate to the public appropriate soil and water
conservation techniques as well as effective
watershed management methods.

Closely work with relevant higher learning
institutions, particularly with the University, for the
attainment of the objectives specified in this
Proclamation.

Undertake training and skill upgrading programs to
its personnel and those engaged in works related to

its objectives.

Conclude contracts, own properties, accept

donations and legacies and sue and to be sued.

Manage its human, assets and financial resources.

Perform such other tasks necessary for the
attainment of its objectives and the discharge of its
duties and responsibilities as are set forth in this

Proclamation.

6. Power to Expropriate

1.

The Garden Administration may prepare guidelincs
on the modalities of expropriating properties
lawfully held by individuals and organizations, and
implement upon approval by the Board and City

Government. .
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2. Whenever it is found necessary and upon a formal
request by the Board, the City Government may
cause the expropriation of immovable property
located in the locality designated as the area of the
Garden.

3. The relevant Federal and City laws shall govern the
settlement of disputes that arises from expropriatinn
measures taken in accordance with the provisions of

this Article.

PART TWO
ORGANIZATION AND MANAGEMENT OF

7. Organizational Structure

The Garden shall have the following organizational structure;
1. Advisory Council
2. The Board.
3. The Executive Director.
4. Two Deputy Directors for Research and

Development and for Education and Recreation.

6. Such other permanent and ad-hoc advisory
committee/commissions that may be established by

the Board from time to time.

8. Advisory Council
The Garden shall have an Advisory Council that
performs the following : -
1. Render constructive advice on any case that helps for
the growth and development of the Garden.
2. Submit assessment hosed on the annual reports and

The Council shall meet once in a year.

4. The chairperson of the Board shall be the chairperson
of the Advisory Council.

5. The Executive Director of the Garden shall be the

secretary of the Advisory Council.
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9. Membership of the Advisory Council

The Council shall constitute particularly
governmental organization, NGOS, representatives
of professional and mass associations, intemationél
organization and diplomatic missions and
personalities that have experience and interest on
environmental issues and botanic  garden
development in general.

List of the members shall be submitted to the Board

for approval.

matters pertaining to the Garden.

2. Without prejudice to the general provision of sub-

Article 1 hereof, the Board shall:-

a) be responsible for the overall control of the
activities of the Garden, for the formulation of
its policies, programs, directions and
implementation and supervision of the
relationship that the Garden may establish with
third parties.

b) investigate and approve the budget request and
major programs of the Garden.

c) deliberate upon and approve the annual progress
of programs and financial reports of the Garden
to be submitted to it by the Executive Director.

d) consider and approve all policy matters of the
Garden and submit to the City Government
matters that don't fall within it's mandate.

e) appoint Auditors of the Garden and approve the
annual reports of the auditor(s) of the Garden as
well.

f) appoint and remove the Executive Director.

g) approve, upon the recommendation of the
Executive Director, the appointment and
removal of officers of the Garden that are
directly accountable to the Executive Director.

h) cause the preparation of directives of the
Garden, approve and follow up on their
execution.

i) perform such other functions as are necessary
for the attainment of the objectives set forth in

this T mation.
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12. Meetings of the Board

1.

The Board shall meet at least four times in a year.
Extraordinary meetings may be called by the
Chairperson or at the written request of one-third of
its members.

Fifty percent plus one and the above of the members
of the Board shall constitute a quorum.

Decisions of the Board shall be made by a simple
majority of members present at a meeting where
there is a quorum. In the case of a tie, the
chairperson shall have a casting vote.

The Board may issue its internal guidelines of

procedure.

13. Powers and functions of the Executive

Director

1.

The Executive Director being the Chief Executive
Officer of the Garden and, in this capacity; he/she
shall be responsible for the implementation of the
policies and decisions of the Board as well as for
directing, planning, organizing and overseeing the
day to day activities of the Garden.
Without prejudice to the general provision of sub-
Article 1 hereof, the Executive Director shall
perform the following functions:-
a) Carry out the functions and responsibilities of
the Garden specified under Article 5 of this

Proclamation.

b) Formulate, prepare or cause the preparation of
short, medium and long-term plans and
programs of the Garden and implement the same

upon approval by the Board.

Represent the Garden in all its dealings with
third parties or cause such representation by
other individuals.

Prepare or cause the preparation of the budget of
the Garden, submit to the Board and implement
the same upon approval by the Board.

Prepare or cause to be drawn up the internal
directives and work programs of the Garden.
Monitor works being undertaken in the Garden
area.

Administer the human resource, property and
other resource of the Garden.

Subject to the provision of this Proclamation
and having due regard to the relevant laws of the
land, employ, administer and dismiss employees
of the Garden.

Open and operate the bank accounts of the
Garden in accordance with the directives of the
Board.

Maintain or cause to be maintained proper
books of accounts of the Garden and effect
expanses in line with the approved budget and
financial manual of the Garden.
Submit periodic operational and financial

reports to the Board.

* Cause to be fixed by the Board fees payable on

the various services offered by the Garden to the
general public; implement the same.

Conclude contracts with third parties in relation
to the sale, purchase and construction of
immovable property; to the borrowing of funds
by offering the property of the Garden as
collateral; present to the Board and implement
upon approval regarding research and other
works with foreign institutions

establish and approve research projects and the
establishment of scientific journals to be jointly
undertaken by the Garden and the University.
Perform such other functions as may be

assigned to it by the Board.
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3. To the extent necessary for the efficient discharge of
the duties and responsibilities of the Garden, the
Executive Director may delegate some of his/her
powers under this Article to officials of the Garden
who are directly accountable to him/her.

4. The Executive Director shall be accountable to the
Board. :

14. Powers and functions of the Deputy

Directors

1. The Deputy Director for Research and Development
will be accountable to the Executive Director and will
perform the following

a) Plan and implements the Garden’s research and
estate development activities

B) Carrey out other activities given by the
executive Director

c) Represents the Executive director as and when
necessary

2. The Deputy Director for Education and Recreation

will be accountable to the Executive Director and
will perform the following:-

a) plan and implement of educational and
recreational programs

b) Carrey out other activities given by the Executive
Director

c) Represents the Executive Director as and when
necessary

PART THREE
PROVISIONS ON FINANCE

15. Financial Sources

1. The financial sources of the Garden comprise of,
inter alias, block grants to be allocated by the City
Government, funds to be made available by the
University, fees the Garden may collect for the
services it renders to the public, funds to be made
available by organizations and individuals to sponsor
its research and other projects, donations and
legacies, capital levies, organization of events and
such other sources as the Board may, from time to

time, determine.
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2. The funds made available to the Garden as per the
provision of sub-Article 1 hereof shall be deposited
in a bank account or accounts opened in the name of
the Garden and shall be expended for the activities
of the Garden in accordance with guidelines to be
issued by the Board.

16. Financial Administration

1. The property and finance of the Garden shall be
administered in compliance with nationally accepted
laws of financial management.

2. The Garden shall maintain complete and accurate
books of accounts on a regular basis.

3. The fiscal year of the Garden shall commence on
July 8 of the previous Ethiopian year and shall come
to an end on :lune 7 of the following Year.

4. The Garden shall close its accounts at least once a
year.

17. Audit

1. The Auditor(s) of the Garden shall be appointed by
the Board and shall have unrestricted access to the
accounts, books, documents and papers of the
Garden. '

2. The Auditor(s) shall conduct their audit functions in
compliance with nationally and internationally
accepted laws of auditing and shall report their

findings to the Board at least once a year.

PART FOUR
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

18. Special Provisions on the City Government and
the University

1. In view of the constitutional and legal responsibility
it has assumed to promote the rights and welfare of
the residents of the City, and its special missions to
this effect as reflected in the City Charter, the City
Government shall be responsible to oversee the

overall functions and the activities of the Garden.
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2. By virtue of its long standing experience in
teaching and research emanating from it's
relatively developed research capacity in terms of
human and material resources pertaining to the
formulation, development and conduct of
research projects the University shall have ﬁ:l"
responsibility as that of the City Government on
the overall management and activity of the
Garden.

19. Power to Issue Regulation and Directives

1. The Cabinet may issue regulation to implement this
Proclamation.

2. The Board may issue directives and guidelines for
the implementations of the Provisions of this

Proclamation.

20. Inapplicable Laws

Proclamations, Regulations, directives or customary
practices which are inconsistent with this Proclamation
shall have no effect on matters provided in this

Proclamation, regulations, directives and guidelines to

be issued to implement the same.
21. Effective Date

This Proclamation shall come into force on the date of its
